ENDURO HORNETS

1.0 ELIGIBLE MODELS 
1.1 Cars must remain factory stock-these cars are intended to be cars we race and not racecars.
1.2 Any 3 or 4 cylinder car with maximum wheelbase of 103.0 inches with a “complete” stock engine, body, frame and suspension for that year, make and model. No modifications, alterations, or additions allowed.
1.3 No rotary engines. No mid-engine or turbo cars allowed.
1.4 Stock carburetor/fuel injection system for that year, make and model required. No air induction or hood scoops. No racing fuels or additives allowed.
1.5 Stock transmission and stock unaltered rear end for that year, make and model required.
1.6 No antifreeze/coolant allowed. Must use stock radiator for year, make, and model. 

1.7 Steering and foot pedals must remain stock for that year, make and model. Quick release steering wheel allowed.
1.8 Battery can remain under hood in stock location and be well secured. If located in the drivers compartment, the battery must be in a fully covered battery box and secured to the floor. 

1.9 No bracing anywhere except inside the drivers compartment.
1.10 Exhaust must be complete, connected,  leak free and extend behind the driver with stock muffler in place.
1.11 Aluminum racing seats mandatory.
2.0 MODIFICATIONS ALLOWED AND/OR REQUIRED
2.1 Passenger car tires only. Wheels must be the same size and no different than the car was originally equipped. Factory ride attitude must be maintained. No low profile or racing type tires allowed. Oversized wheel studs on right front spindle recommended.

2.2 Gas Tank: If stock gas tank is forward of rear axle, it may remain in place. If stock gas tank is behind rear axle, it must be moved to the  trunk area as far forward as possible. Tank CAN BE REPLACED WITH A FUEL CELL OR BOAT TYPE TANK.
2.3 Roll Bar: A minimum single hoop roll bar or roll cage mandatory. Minimum 1 ½” o.d. bars must be welded to plates attached to car floor with minimum of four 3/8” bolts or welded to the frame. Six (6) points mounting max. No bars can be added in front of the firewall. Roll bar padding required. Minimum of one cross bar behind the driver’s seat for support. Shoulder safety belts should be attached to the cross bar. Minimum of two horizontal bars on driver’s side and one on passenger side on a roll cage.
2.4 Windshield may remain if in good condition or may be replaced by lexan or maximum 1” by 1” screen.  All other glass, lights, handles, carpet, trim, and under hood insulation must be removed.  Only one “stock” rearview mirror is allowed. 
2.5 Driver’s door must be welded bolted or chained shut. Passenger door must be able to open but also be chained shut during racing events.  A minimum of one drivers door plate is required and must be a minimum of 3/8” thick X 6” wide. Must extend past each side of door seams and be mounted at bumper height. Door plate not mandatory if car is equipped with a roll cage.
2.6 Cars can be painted any color.
2.7 Car numbers must be at least 18 inches tall and must be in contrasting color on the driver and front passenger doors and a car number on the roof. No duplicate numbers allowed. Must be registered with the speedway office before the event.
2.8 Hood must be secured with hood pins only (if hood opens from the front) with factory hinges remaining.

3.0 PERSONAL PROTECTION
3.1  Approved helmet with eye protection, 5 point racing seat belts, long sleeve shirt or jacket, long pants, full shoe and neck brace or restraint required. No nylon clothing allowed. Racing suit, gloves and shoes highly recommended.
3.2 Fire extinguisher with working guage securely mounted within easy reach of driver required.
3.3 Racing type driver’s side window net is required.
3.4 All cars are subject to a minimum specification inspection at any time. It is the responsibility of the driver to prepare their car free of defects and in safe racing condition.

4.0 MANAGEMENT CLAIM
4.1 No claim on cars in the Enduro.
5.0 DRIVER EXPERIENCE
5.1  Any driver 14 years of age and above can compete in the Enduro. (see speedway general rules for age requirements)
6.0 ONE-WAY RADIOS
6.1 One-way radios (scanners) are mandatory, must be on race control channel at all times (channel 464.2875). No two-way radios allowed.
